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Fifth Part: Sharm el Sheikh-Suez –185NM
The prevailing winds are Northerly or West Northerly, we could face high seas, and therefore we sail near the Sinai Peninsula side of the Gulf of Suez.
Between waypoints S and T, Please take special care when going through the inner canal of Sha’b Ali.

Between waypoints T and U, be aware that you are sailing very near to a few oil rigs.
Between waypoints U and V you can move on the east side off the different oilfields. If you choose to go along the Sinai side, please bear in mind that you have to pass waypoint V. Do not try go near the Belayim oil field. Firstly it is a prohibited area, second there is a lot of debris at water level or just under the surface that can not be seen.
