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First part: Tel Aviv – Port Said – 136NM
This is a straight forward leg on your journey. The rally leave Tel Aviv Marina and  meets the Suez Canal at the Egyptian harbor of Port Said in the Mediterranean. Here the ships congregate before passing through the 85-mile canal.

We would like to emphasize the entrance process at Port Said. When arriving at the entrance waiting point (near the entrance to the west channel of the Canal) at approximate

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Port Said

Port Said is a northeastern Egyptian city near the Suez Canal, with an approximate population of 500,000.

The economic base of Port Said is fishing and industry, like chemicals, processed food, and cigarettes. Port Said is an important harbor both for exports of Egyptian products like cotton and rice, and a refueling station for ships passing through the Suez Canal. Port Said also thrives on being a duty-free port, as well as a summer resort for Egyptians.

There are numerous old houses with grand balconies, giving the city a distinctive look. Port Said's twin city is Port Fouad, which lies on the eastern side of the canal. The two cities coexist, to the extent that there hardly is any town centre in Port Fouad. The cities are connected by free ferries running all through the day.

The diocese of Port-Said for the Coptic Orthodox Church was founded in 1976 by his grace Bishop Tadros. In 1993, the late subdeacon Nosshy Attia Anbary wrote the history of the diocese in Arabic.

The port is bordered, seaward, by an imaginary line from the western breakwater boundary till the eastern breakwater end. It is bordered by From the Suez Canal area by an imaginary line extending transversely from the southern bank of the Canal connected to Manzala Lake, and the railways arcade livestock.
 Navigation Channels
· Main Channel 8 km (5 mi) Length, 13.72 m (45.01 ft) depth (through which the rally enters Port Said and the Canal). 

· East Verge Channel 19.5 km (12 mi). length, 18.29 m (60.01 ft). depth – this channel may be used by the rally on its way back north.
Approach Area
Two breakwaters protect the port entrance channel: the western breakwater is about 3.5 miles (5.6 km) long, and the eastern breakwater is 1.5 miles (2.4 km) long approximately. The channel entrance lies at approximately Lat: 31˚16.65N Long: 32˚19.750E.
Dwelling Area for merchant ships (not for rally yachts)
The Suez Canal dwelling area is situated between latitudes 31° 21' N and 31° 25' N and longitudes 32° 16.2°' E and 32° 20.6' E. where vessels awaiting to enter the Port Said harbor stay: whether to join the North convoy to transit the Suez Canal, to offload or unload cargos, or to be resupplied with provisions. 
The dwelling area is divided into two sections:

The Northern Area is allocated for vessels with deep drafts.

The Southern Area is for all vessel types
